	All individuals aged 16 years to 64 years with underlying health conditions which put them at higher risk of serious disease and mortality.

	All those 60 years of age and over.

	8.
	All those 55 years of age and over.

	9.
	All those 50 years of age and over.

	Clinically extremely vulnerable individuals are described here.  This advice on vaccination does not include pregnant women and those under the age of 16 years (see above).
